First Quarterly Report from Yorkshire Region of the BFFS.

Mid March to Mid June 2010-06-28

Commentary on Attendance figures:   
1) As this is the first attempt to put together returns from all the Film Societies that benefit from the YRG block booking scheme, not all Film Societies have been able to make a return in the short period available, owing mainly to the holiday period.

2) Nearly all Film Societies normally operate October through to March, with many September to April, so effectively the period reviewed is the beginning of the down period for Film Societies, with lower attendances at individual films at this time of year, and generally less activity.

3) Extrapolating from these figures to produce an annual projection cant be attempted with any hope of accuracy – particularly where so many have not been able to make a return.

4)   Not all Societies operate a membership scheme.

5) There are several Societies from outside the Yorkshire Area who take films from the block booking scheme, which result in higher discounts on cost for each film for increased showings. They do not benefit from the YRG brochure and are not subsidised in any way.

Many Film Society Chairs have made the point that without the Block Booking Scheme they would not be able to operate- and this goes for some of the larger, as well as the smaller F.S.
Events and Activities in the period.
The Yorkshire Region organised two film showing events in the period; 

On May 9th, at Bradford Media Museum, where two screens showed 4 full length films and 7, 30 min excerpts .

On 20th of June at Seven Screen in Chapel Allerton, 3 films were shown alongside the YRG AGM meeting.

Otley  showed 5 films as part of the Bradford Film Festival, along with some shorts.

Scarborough showed films as part of the Scarborough Literary Festival, to Scarborough Civic Society, and to the Friends of Peasholm Park. They also showed educational films to The Quakers.

Additionally they showed a documentary with magnetic track, to a selected audience.

Bawtry  Installed fixed  blu-ray projection, and a new electric drive screen; this will make it much easier for young people to use the equipment.

Halifax had a talk by ex footballer Paul Reaney when they showed Looking for Eric, and the Director of the short film Fanatic talked about making films in Barcelona.

Ryedale have been hosting a monthly Film Club for children – including breakfast!

Appleton also organised a film showing for children, as well as a ladies sing-along and a film to support a book club.

Despite it still being still early days for Selby, they are showing films to good audiences of retired people on a regular basis, as well as children’s films on a Saturday morning.
