Quarterly Report from Yorkshire Region of the BFFS.

15 June to 19 Sept 2010 
Commentary on Attendance figures:   
1) Many  Film Societies have not yet started their 2010 / 11 season , so are unable to make any return. Most Film Societies  operate end September  through to mid May, and numbers of attendees tend to be low at the beginning of September, as film goers are just waking up to their winter programme!
2) Once again extrapolating from these figures to produce an annual projection cant be attempted with any hope of accuracy – particularly where so many have not been able to make a return.

3) Not all Societies operate a membership scheme but there is no doubt that those with membership schemes are financially very sound.

4) There are several Societies from outside the Yorkshire Area who take films from the block booking scheme, which result in higher discounts on cost for each film for increased showings. They do not benefit from the YRG brochure and are not subsidised in any way.

NEWS: The receipt of the grant from Screen Yorkshire of £5000, once again, helps significantly in ensuring the health of the block booking scheme.

It is a condition of the grant that we continue to report quarterly on the attendances and activities of the beneficiaries of the scheme.

Tony Davison continues to administer and organise the circulation of the films.!! Richard Fort, as Secretary,  organises the Yorkshire brochure.

The future of the funding streams administered by Screen Yorkshire hangs in the balance, with the very existence of the 9 regional Screen organisations being in doubt.

In North Yorkshire the Rural Initiative, with confirmed funding from the Film Council, has been officially launched and is being administered by Kathryn Penny, based at the Bradford Media Museum.

Events and Activities in the period.
The Yorkshire Region started the circulation of block booking films.

Lanchester, are waiting for news of their local Community Centre’s bid for funding for film equipment, but are very optimistic that film willonce again be shown soon!! 
Scarborough, (Tony Davison)  have been supporting Beverley Film Soc by showing 3 films; have been involved in starting a new Film Soc in Shipley; and are attempting  to revive Church Fenton Film Soc, with Selby’s assistance.

Bawtry  is progressing application for funding for a digital camcorder and a Mac with editing software, to facilitate its 42 Junior players in the making of short films.

Oxen Park – Film making workshop and competitions for young people.

Selby, pilot Saturday Cinema, supported Selby Museum Week, and Selby Fun Day!

Strathenderick: Through Callander Film Society, showed “Kirk”, the film the Society nurtured and produced, to an audience of 60. A making of the film interview  is due to be on Radio Scotland Movie Cafe. 

Wakefield, by the time of this report  on 21st Sept, will have shown The Calling with the involvement of the Director Jan Dunn in a workshop and Q+A. (in association with Wakefield College, Theatre Royal)
